Final Review and Book Talk


Write a full page (typed, double-spaced, 12-point-font) response to the nonfiction book you read and post it in the discussion forum.  (You might want to type it on Word and paste it in.)  Did you like the book?  Would you recommend it to other readers?  Why or why not?  Be sure to back up your opinion with reasons, examples, and details.  (Quotes make for good examples and details.)  Whether or not you liked the book, discuss what readers could learn from it.  Remember what we’ve talked about in regards to writing essays: it is not enough to just tell your reader something; you have to tell him or her why. 


For your book talk, you are going to be summarizing the information from your write up and presenting it to the class.  This should not take more than a few minutes (like, two or three), but you want to be sure you cover the following important details:

Title and author of the book and when it was published (that’s relevant!)

The subject of the book (quick summary and background info)*
Did it seem to be based primarily on fact or opinion?  How can you tell?*
What did you like about the book?  Why?  (Even if you didn’t like it, there has to be something here.)*
What didn’t you like about the book?  Why?  (Even if you liked it, there has to be something here.)*
Would you recommend this book to others?  Why?

Would you read something else by this author?  Why?  (Give some other examples of his or her work)

Final thoughts?

* Remember to be as specific as possible; otherwise, we might think you didn't read your book.
