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Movie Madness!!!!
Directions:
Imagine that you are a big time Hollywood movie producer.  Your next major project will 
be to make one of the short stories we’ve read in class into a full-length feature film.  You must write a proposal convincing Paramount to loan you money for the project.  You must be persuasive!  Your proposal must address the following things:

1. Rationale – You must explain why you want to make this movie.  In other words, what is it about this particular short story that has compelled you to make a movie out of it?  Why would people want to pay money to see it?  Remember, be convincing.

2.   Setting – Where will this movie be filmed?  Why did you choose that location?       

      What sets or props will be needed?  Be as specific as possible.

3.   Characters – Explain what actors you have in mind for each character.  Tell why 

       you have decided that these actors are best suited for the parts.  

4.   Plot – Discuss the main plot.  Like most movies that have been adapted from 

      short stories or novels, filmmakers often make alterations or adaptations that are 

      different from the original story.  Discuss what changes you will be making as the 

      filmmaker.  Explain why you have made these changes.



*You must make at least 2 or 3 changes in the plot.  This can be leaving 

                     out certain scenes, creating new scenes and plot lines, or going

                     more in-depth with other scenes.  You decide!

5.   Advertising – How will you advertise this movie?  What age group or       
      demographic will this movie appeal to?  Where will you focus your ad campaign?
      Schools, churches, community events…etc.  What forms of media will you most 

      likely use to sell your movie to the community?

*This project should be an example of your best writing.  You must also be able to show an excellent understanding of the short story you have chosen.  The more information and details you include in your proposal, the better the chance of getting the “OK” from the big shots at Paramount.  Have fun and be creative.

*Must use the following literary terms in your paper in a why which makes it clear that your know their meanings: theme, protagonist, antagonist, conflict, climax, setting, mood, characterization, suspense.
