Nonfiction Book Review

Since you should be finished with your book, now is the time to review it for the good of humanity.  I want you to write a two-page paper (maximum) covering the following things about your chosen book:


Is it any good?  Of course, you want to start any respectable review by discussing if the book was good or not.  You may use first person in this essay, but you need to back up your opinion (is it good or not?) with facts and examples (WHY).  Remember, your opinion means absolutely zero if it isn't supported.  Include quotes and citations where relevant.  Remember we want MLA-style citations with the author's name and page number.  Check my link to the OWL website for examples.


New information: Even if you weren't a big fan of your chosen book, it likely contained some interesting or thought-provoking material.  What did you learn from it that might have surprised you?  Don't summarize here, just give an example and explain why you thought it was interesting.


Would you recommend this book to anyone else?  Why or why not?  This doesn't have to be the longest part of your essay, but it is important from the standpoint of a review.  This is where you can praise (or criticize) the author's style, tone, and diction.  If you enjoyed this book but don't think it's for everyone, describe the type of person who would enjoy this sort of nonfiction.


A few things to remember:

· your paper doesn't have to follow a particular pattern, organize it as you see fit

· double check grammer

· never use second person

· don't write in second person

· avoid second person

· second person is the devil!
