PHASE DEUX
Remember, we're concentrating on looking at one of the short stories from your group's literary criticism perspective.  You want to have three to four slides covering the information necessary to understanding the story in that way.  Choose your story wisely.

Consider everything about the story.  Depending on your perspective, this might be exceedingly important.  For example, a Formalist might be concerned with the narrative structure, paragraph structure, sentence structure, etc.  The Reader Response group might be give their group members' reactions with explanations.  (Keep in mind that saying the story “sucked” isn't really what we're going for here.  Why would you pick one you didn't like, anyway?)  The New Historicism group might look very little at the text, instead choosing to focus their efforts on the time period in which it was written and the author.

You get the point.

Try to make these look good.  They aren't being presented, but they still need to be easily and quickly digested by your audience (me).  They have to be emailed to me by the end of class.  I will take them by the end of the day at midnight, but that's a risky proposition.  You're putting a lot of faith—and grades—into the hands of one group member who swears he or she won't screw up.
