Literary Criticism and Theory Presentation


This project will be divided into two phases.  Phase one will consist of presenting the basic information about your school of thought.  You will want to cover the basics such as its most influential years, figures associated with it (such as founders or prominent critics), authors most associated with it, and the basic tenets of belief.  What must one understand or believe to view a work from this perspective?  Phase two will consist of interpreting a story through this lens/filter and then presenting your findings to the class.  Each half of the project will combine for a test grade, so make it good!

Phase 1: Short Power Point, 5-10 slides
Years associated with your topic (beginning, most influential, status currently)

Founders or critics associated with your topic (Who came up with this idea and why?  Who promotes it today?)

Authors associated with your topic (Are there authors who associate themselves with your topic or are associated with it by virtue of their type of writing?)

Basic tenets of belief (What are the definitions/explanations of your topic?  What do they look for?  Why?  Why did this begin?  Was it a reaction to some other belief system or topic?)

*** Don’t forget to type five questions (AND THEIR ANSWERS) and give them to me to add to the class quiz.  Don’t forget to include the ANSWERS.  Also, don’t forget the answers.

Phase 2: Short Power Point, 5-10 slides
Analyze the story looking for:

Symbolism

Simile and metaphor

Common themes and elements

Author’s purpose and tone

Critical reception or reaction

Grades will be based on material covered and depth.  Obviously, you don’t have to go into minute detail, but you want to make sure you cover the most important aspects of your topic.  The two Power Point grades will be averaged to come up with the overall test grade.
