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The Titans
Out of the original emptiness, which was called Chaos, emerged the first three immortal beings: Gaea (Mother Earth), Tartarus (ruler of the underworld), and Eros (love).  Then Gaea gave birth to Uranus (Father Sky), and she made him her equal.

The first immortal children of Gaea and Uranus were the three Hundred-Handed Giants.  Each had 50 heads and had 50 arms extending from each shoulder.  Their next immortal children were the three Cyclopes.  Each had only one eye, set in the middle of his forehead.

Uranus feared the terrible strength of these six children, and he hated them.  Therefore, he hurled each one deep into the depths of Tartarus, far from the surface of the earth.

The next immortal children were the 13 Titans: Helios (sun god), Selene (moon goddess), Oceanus, Themis (goddess of prophesy), Cronus, Rhea, Atlas, Prometheus, Epimetheus, and others.  

Gaea, who had been outraged by Uranus’ treatment of her first children, helped the Titans overthrow her husband.  Cronus became the lord of the universe with his queen/sister Rhea.  

Because Cronus had overthrown his father, he was paranoid that one of his children would do the same to him.  He thought he could trick fate by swallowing his children as they were born, but when Rhea bore Zeus, her sixth child, she secretly sent him to Crete with the help of Gaea and gave her husband a stone wrapped in a blanket to swallow.

Later, when Zeus was grown, he forced his father to disgorge the other five children—Poseidon, Hades, Hera, Demeter, and Hestia—all of whom were full grown by now. 
This action led to a war between Cronus and the Titans and Zeus and his siblings.  Zeus won, partly because he released the Hundred-Handed Giants and the Cyclopses from the underworld to fight with him.

Zeus punished the Titans terribly.  They were bound in chains and imprisoned below the earth in Tartarus, except for Atlas.  Because of his size and strength, he was condemned to bear on his back forever the weight of the world.
